
Pentominoes 
 
A DOMINO is made up of 2 adjoining squares. 
 
There is only one way to fit 2 squares together (edge to edge) so there is only one 
possible shape for a domino. 
 
A TRIOMINO is made up of 3 adjoining squares.  There are 2 possible ways 
that these can be fitted together.  (Although you may think there are more than 
2, the others are either a “reflection” or a “rotation” of the 2 basic shapes.) 
 

 
 

 

 
 
 
 

       

 
A QUADROMINO is made up of 4 adjoining squares.  There are 5 different ways that these can 
be fitted together.

A PENTOMINO is made up of 5 adjoining squares.  Can you discover the 12 different shapes 
that can be made?

Pentominoes Puzzler
